PART 1   GENERAL

1.01 RELATED WORK SPECIFIED ELSEWHERE

1.02 DEFINITIONS

A.
The term “industrial waste” as used here in this Section includes, but not limited to residual contents inside the storage tanks, cleaning liquids, contaminated water from dewatering, purging, and cleaning activities, and removed materials from excavation, demolition, tank removal and tank closure activities.
1.03 SCOPE

A. The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, tools, and equipment, complete, required to remove and dispose of all aboveground steel water tanks, as required by the Contract Documents.

B. The Contractor shall be responsible to comply with all local, state and federal rules and regulations concerning emissions and disposal of solids and other materials generated from cleaning, preparation, blasting and demolition operations. Containment, handling and disposal of materials, and means and methods employed by the Contractor, are the responsibility of the Contractor.

TANK DESCRIPTIONS

A.
Locations:  General locations of both tanks are shown on the Contract Drawings. Actual location of the tanks shall be verified by the Contractor.

B. Tank Contents: Tanks have been used for storage of water and backwash.

C.
Tank Sizes: A 500,000-gallon water holding tank and one 250,000-gallon backwash tank.

SUBMITTALS

A.
The following items shall be submitted to the Director’s Representative for approval in accordance with Section 01330.

1.
Detailed Work Plan: This plan shall be submitted within 15 days after the date of Notice to Proceed and describe methods, equipment, and sequences of operations including, but not limited to:




a.
Tank contents removal.




b.
Spill prevention.




c.
Tank purging procedures.




d.
Verification of interior and exterior tank cleaning.




e.
Proposed methods, equipment and sequence of operations for the removal and disposal of industrial waste.




f.
Proposed procedures shall provide for safe conduct of the work and careful removal and disposal of materials.




g.
Water and sludge Collection and Disposal.




h.
Removal of aboveground steel water tanks.




i.
Transportation and disposal of aboveground steel water tanks and contents.

2. Copies of manifests required to transport waste materials.  These manifests shall be submitted within 24 hours following their preparation.

3.
Documentation of acceptance of waste materials by a facility permitted to treat or dispose of those types of materials.  These documentations shall be submitted no later than 7 days following delivery of waste materials to the permitted facility.

4. Letters of acceptance from the permitted facility and haulers acknowledging agreement to accept the waste material.  These letters shall be submitted not more than 14 days prior to transporting any waste materials.

STATUTES, REGULATIONS, CODES AND POLICIES

A. All work included in the Contract shall be conducted in strict compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local statutes, regulations, codes and policies.

1. Compliance assurance shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

Communication between Contractor and governing authorities, regulatory agencies, and similar entities, shall be coordinated through the Director’s Representative.
1.07
PERMIT AND LICENSE REQUIREMENTS

A. All permits, bonds, easements, or licenses required to perform the Work shall be obtained by the Contractor.

The Contractor shall coordinate with the Director’s Representative to insure all permits are in place prior to the Contractor starting Work.

2. Determination of license and permit requirements shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

B.
Copies of all executed permits and licenses shall be transmitted to Director’s Representative upon receipt.

3.01
REMOVAL OF STEEL WATER TANKS

A.
The procedures for removing the tanks shall include, but not be limited to, the

following after the Director’s Representative has approved the removal of loose paint (see Section 02998):

1. Remove all water / backwash that can be pumped out of the tanks.

2. Drain and flush water/backwash from piping into the tanks.

3. Remove remaining liquid and sludges from the tanks.

4. All piping shall be disconnected and capped.

5. Demolish/remove aboveground steel water tanks in accordance with approved Work Plan.


B.
The Contractor shall be responsible to provide all equipment and necessary training, and shall have a documented confined space entry program in place while working within interior of tanks. Confined space entry shall be in accordance with OSHA, local, state, and federal rules and regulations.

3.02
DISPOSAL OF TANK CONTENTS AND DEMOLISHED MATERIALS

A. All excavated and removed tank materials shall be collected in new or reconditioned roll-off containers or similar means as proposed by the Contractor and approved by the Director’s Representative.  Containers shall be watertight.  The Contractor shall label the containers in accordance with federal and state regulations.

B. Collected sludge and water shall be contained in new or reconditioned 55-gallon drums or roll-off containers, and shall be handled as hazardous waste.  Drums or containers shall be watertight. Chemical sampling and analyses of sludge and contaminated water shall be performed by the Contractor in accordance with environmental regulatory requirements, as approved by the Director’s Representative.  Drums or containers shall be labeled in accordance with federal and state regulations.

C. All waste materials shall be disposed of in accordance with the requirements of the USEPA and NYSDEC regulations.

D. Unless otherwise specified, all waste materials shall become the responsibility of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the safe and proper removal of all waste materials and the disposal of such waste materials at a licensed waste disposal facility approved by the Director’s Representative.

E. Storage of waste materials at the site will not be permitted after approval for transport to the permitted facility.

F.
All fees and transportation costs are the responsibility of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall bear full responsibility for any and all fines or assessments levied against the project resulting from improper handling and disposal of the waste material.

3.03
PROTECTION OF EXISTING STRUCTURES AND UTILITIES

A.
Protection of existing structures and utilities shall be performed in accordance with Section 02300.

3.04
SPILL PREVENTION

A.
Spill prevention measures shall be implemented in accordance with the approved Contractor’s procedures. Any waste released to the environment shall be cleaned up by the Contractor at his own expense.
