Fasten items securely to supporting surfaces.

Set exposed nails for putty stopping.



5.
Plug stop screws in exposed-to-view surfaces.



6.
Perform gluing operations in such a manner that the glued surfaces will be in close contact throughout, firmly cemented together and with joints as nearly invisible as possible.

Article 18 of APPENDIX A STANDARD CLAUSES FOR ALL NEW YORK STATE CONTRACTS (part of the General Conditions) covers prohibition on purchase of tropical hardwoods (part of the State Finance Law).  The Law DOES allow "any hardwoods purchased from a sustained, managed forest" to be used.  The following is an excerpt from the Law:


a.
"Non-tropical hardwood species" shall mean any and all hardwood that grows in any geographically temperate regions, as defined by the United States Forest Service, and is similar to tropical hardwood in density, texture, grain, stability or durability.  Non-tropical hardwoods, the use or purchase of which shall be preferred under this article, shall include, but not be limited to the following species:
