A.
Asphalt Primer:  ASTM D 41.


B.
Asphalt Emulsion, heavy duty, fibrated; ASTM D 1227, Type II Class 1.

PART 3   EXECUTION

3.01
PREPARATION


A.
Comply with manufacturer's printed recommendations for preparation of type of surface shown or indicated to receive dampproofing.


B.
Thoroughly clean surfaces to be dampproofed of soil, debris and all foreign matter.  Allow cleaned surfaces to thoroughly dry.


C.
On porous surfaces, except new concrete masonry units, apply a uniform coating of asphalt primer.

3.02
APPLICATION


A.
Provide continuous uniform dampproofing coating, 3/32 inch minimum dry thickness, on surfaces shown or scheduled to be dampproofed.  Apply dampproofing by brush.


B.
Dampproof vertical wall surfaces to within 4 inches of finished grade at top of walls.  At bottom of walls, extend dampproofing across horizontal projection of footing and down face of footing approximately 2 inches.
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
