SYSTEM DESCRIPTION

A.
The obstruction beacon lighting system for the 145 foot high water tank is designed to identify an obstruction to air navigation in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) requirements.



1.
On top of the water tank an FAA Type L-866 medium intensity (white) omnidirectional beacon with horizontal beam provides 360 degree beam coverage.



2.
The beacon operates 24 hours a day at a flash rate of 40 flashes per minute.



3.
The photoelectric control and associated control equipment causes the beacon to increase its intensity to 20,000 candelas during the day and twilight, and to decrease its intensity to 2,000 candelas during the night.
