CHANDELIER RESTORATION

PART 1   GENERAL

1.01
RESTORATION


A.
Refurbish 9 existing chandeliers (4 large, 5 small) which were originally installed circa 1910.  The chandeliers are virtually irreplaceable.  Use extreme caution at every phase of the restoration:



1.
Remove chandeliers from the ceiling.



2.
Disassemble, clean, refinish as required, rewire, resocket, relamp and reassemble.  Perform this work in a designated area within the building.



3.
Reinstall chandeliers at their original locations.


B.
Coordinate the chandelier work with the plastering and painting work which will be on going in the same areas at the same time.  Where chandeliers have not yet been removed for restoration or if they have been restored and reinstalled, protect them by covering them properly when plastering or painting work is being done in the immediate area.

SUBMITTALS


A.
Submittal Package:  Submit the product data, samples, and quality control submittals specified below at the same time as a package.


B.
Product Data:  Catalog sheets, specifications and installation instructions.


C.
Samples:  One 2 foot sample of each type wire.

Quality Control Submittals:

Procedures




a.
Submit proposed procedures (in detail) for:





1)
Removing chandeliers from ceiling.





2)
Transporting to and from designated work area.





3)
Cleaning (Include all proposed cleaning materials).





4)
Refinishing (Include all proposed refinishing materials).  Limit refinishing to areas which are damaged or discolored.





5)
Rewiring.





6)
Reinstalling.




b.
Determine what materials chandeliers are constructed of and indicate which cleaning and refinishing materials are to be used on which surfaces. 


E.
Contract Closeout Submittals:



1.
Photographs:




a.
After completion of the work take color photographs of the completed Work of this Section, as follows:




1)
Each chandelier taken from scaffolding at chandelier level.




b.
Use a digital camera.  Use wide angle lens for overall view.  Use electronic flash capable of supplying sufficient light to evenly illuminate the overall subject.

c.
Minimum digital requirements:

1) 
Format shall be .jpg or .tif

2)
The resolution shall be 12 Megapixels or greater.




d.
Submit photographs to electronic submittal website for approval and record.

1.03
QUALITY ASSURANCE


A.
Restorers’ Qualifications:  The persons restoring the chandeliers, and their supervisors, shall be personally experienced in chandelier restoration.



1.
Furnish to the Director the names and addresses of 5 similar projects which the foregoing people have worked on during the past 3 years.


B.
Material Container Labels:  Material containers shall bear the manufacturer’s label indicating manufacturer’s name, trade name of product, lot number, shelf life of product and mix ratio (if applicable).

DELIVERY AND STORAGE


A.
Mark and tag insulated conductors for delivery to the site.  Include:




a.
Contractor’s name.




b.
Project title and number.




c.
Date of manufacture (month & year).




d.
Manufacturer’s name.




e.
Data which explains the meaning of coded identification (UL assigned electrical reference numbers, UL assigned combination of color marker threads, etc.).

PROJECT CONDITIONS


A.
Environmental Requirements:



1.
Comply with manufacturer’s written recommendations as to environmental conditions under which coatings can be applied.



2.
Do not apply coating in areas where dust is being generated or will be generated while coating is drying.

PART 2   PRODUCTS

2.01
CLEANING MATERIALS


A.
Use cleaning materials that will remove all dirt, grime and foreign materials but will not change the appearance or damage the various finishes of the chandeliers.

2.02
REFINISHING MATERIALS


A.
Use appropriate materials for each different type of surface which needs to be refinished.

2.03
WIRE


A.
Use conductors conforming to UL requirements for fixture wires and Article 410 of the National Electrical Code.


B.
No insulated conductor more than one year old when delivered to the site will be accepted.

2.04
LAMPS


A.
Provide lamps similar to existing, to compliment chandelier design.

PART 3   EXECUTION

3.01
PROTECTION


A.
Protect all adjacent areas from cleaning and refinishing materials.

3.02
PREPARATION


A.
After cleaning and before application of finishing materials, properly prepare each different surface to receive the finishing materials.
