ASPHALT PRICE ADJUSTMENT

The State can require or the Contractor may request evaluation and possible adjustment of the price of asphalt providing the actual price differs by more than 20 percent from the contract baseline price of asphalt.  For the purposes of determining if contract price adjustments are warranted the following baseline prices have been set for this contract:

Top Course:  $____per ton.

Binder Course:  $____per ton.

Base Course:  $____per ton.

If the actual price paid by the Contractor is more than 120% of the baseline price, the adjustment will be calculated as follows, with this adjusted value being credited to the contractor:  Price adjustment = actual tonnage X {actual price paid - (1.2 X baseline price)}.


C.
If the actual price paid by the Contractor is less than 80% of the baseline price, the adjustment will be calculated as follows, with this adjusted value being credited to the State:  Price adjustment = actual tonnage X {(0.8 X baseline price) - actual price paid}.

Apply paving fabric to the indicated surface in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.
