PROJECT CONDITIONS


A.
Apply paint when rain is not imminent or forecast.  Temperatures must be above 50 degrees F during application and for at least 24 hours after application. 

B.
Provide adequate watchman, barricades or other protective methods in order to prevent traffic over newly painted areas.

Color:  Furnish paint in colors as directed by the Facility Athletic Director.  
PART 3   EXECUTION

3.01
PREPARATION

A.
Allow color coat to cure adequately per manufacturer’s instructions before applying game lines.

B.
Clean pavement surface of all dust, dirt, debris and loose material.

C.
Perform all Work necessary to compute, design and layout require lines.

APPLICATION


A.
Do not add water to paint during application when using roller or brush.

B.
Apply paint in a neat and accurate manner, either by hand or approved mechanical means.  Ragged or crooked lines will not be accepted.


C.
The width of all lines shall be as indicated on the Drawings and as directed.
