MATERIALS
A.
Aluminum Athletic Surface Edging:  AthletEdge flexible extruded aluminum edging of aluminum 6005 alloy, T-5 hardness by Permaloc Corporation, 13505 Barry St, Holland, MI.  Tel.: (800)356-9660.  Web address: www.permaloc.com.

1.
Profile:  L-shaped. 
a.
Horizontal base with upward facing angle profile to embed edging into asphalt top course, and holes spaced 4 inches on center to receive anchors. 
b.
Vertical wall with weepholes spaced approximately 2 feet on center allowing drainage from athletic surface.

2.
Size:  1-1/2" high by 2-1/4" wide base.

3.
Thickness:  0.210 inch thick exposed top lip.

4.
Length:  8 foot long sections.

5.
Connectors:  0.060 inch thick x 1 inch wide x 4 inches long aluminum sliding connector.

6.
Finish:  As shown on drawings.

B.
Anchors:

1.
Drive-pin Fasteners:  Hilti DX 40 powder actuated pin or Ramset Trakfast Automatic Fastening System pin.  Fasteners shall be 1-1/2 inches to 2-1/2 inches long as recommended by fastener manufacturer for the application.  
PART 3   EXECUTION

3.01
PREPARATION


A.
Lay out edging to outline of running track and field events pavement.

B.
Level asphalt surface beneath restraint edging.

C.
If asphalt installation is over restraint edging, avoid excessive asphalt temperatures to minimize aluminum expansion.

3.02
INSTALLATION

A.
Drive pins through aluminum base with powder actuated fastening tool. 

1.
Anchor each section end with pin.

2.
Pin Spacing:  4 inches to 12 inches on center.
3.
Provide additional pins at closer spacing as necessary to firmly secure edging.
B.
Splice section ends together with horizontal aluminum sliding connectors.  Maintain 3/8 inch expansion gap between sections.

C.
Athletic Surface Installation:

1.
Lay finished athletic surface approximately 1/8 inch higher than top of restraint edging.

3.03
BACKFILLING AND CLEANUP

A. Provide topsoil on turf side of edging and compact. Finish grade on turf side to be 1/2 inch below top of edging elevation.
B. Remove excess material from site.
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
